My dear Professor Ferrater Morsa,

I'd somewhat prefer Monday,
myself, but elther day would be acceptable.

My suggestion is that you comé up on a sleeper and reach Boston
in the morning of either day you choose. Please get off at Back Baye.
Iet us know what time you are cominge I hope we can have someone
to meet you. If that 1s impossible, as 1t might possibly be,
please telephone me at my home as soon &8 you arrive. My number 1is
BI- 4~7841l. I'd like to have you come to my home first for a
talk there before we meet the others. My house is 42 Braeland Avenuse,
just across the track from the Newton Center railroad station; but
unfortunately no train runs in the morninge.

I hope you will be able to reply at once. The University will
pay your railroad fare one way. I hope you can take care of the
rest, yourself. You understand, of course, that this interview
involves no more commitment than our previous correspondence, which
1s none at all. It involves only a sincere interest on both sides.
