Seven yvears ago we had a correspondence about our interest

in a proposal of selected works of Ramén Lull under the
editorship of Anthony Bonner, and you favored me with very

helpful advice. The project was in due course approved by .
" our editorial board, as a publication in 2 volumes, and Mr.
Bonner has spent the subsequent years laboring on this under-

taking, at his home in Puigpunyent, Mallorca, meanwhile
establishing himself in the company of Lull scholars; he

is now a Magister of the Schola Lulistica Mayoricense.

I have now received Mr. Bonner's finished work, a type~

| script of some 1500 pages of introduction and translated

text and nearly 400 of editorial notes, with annexes and
illustrations. What we require, at this point, is scholarly
assurance that Mr. Bonner's work fulfills our expectations,
so that we may proceed with its publication. I should say
that, as his work neared completion, Bonner has consulted
various Lull scholars and had them read his work--including

Hillgarth, Lohr, and members of the Schola--and their approval

is presumed.

My friend EQ King, whom I discussed the matter with,
strongly counseled me to ask for your advice. Could you
examine Mr. Bonner's work, read his introductory matter,
sample his translation and editorial apparatus, appraise his
method, and give us a brief report? I enclose a list of -~
contents, and I would be glad to bring the material down to
you and then come and fetch it back. If you can review the
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project for us, I hope vou might have access to the Catalan
original of some part of the translated text, for comparison;
if not, 1 would aim to get a copy of one of the sections,
perhaps from Bonner himself, though this might take a couple
cf weeks. We should of course offer an honorarium for your
advice, at a (suggested) figure of $200, or double that value
in books.
