Gradually t he responsos to our l e t t e r s sent around t he world 
( in regard to co-edi tors) are coraing in ; they have a l l been exceedingly favoiv 
able i n regard to the necessi ty and p o s s i b i l i t y of a new In te rna t iona l journal 
of the type we have i n mind. Ib date eighteen well-known philosophers have 
accepted our i n v i t a t i o n to become co-edi tors of the review. In Sfcain, Professor 
Ju l ián Marías has accepted our i nv i t a t i on . You wi l l undoubtedly be wishing 
to contact him eventually, 
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I promised you t h a t I would t r y to furnish some infonnation concerning 
the break-down of pages for t he various languages to be included i n t he r e ­
view, the mode i n which we hope to present bode reviews, and t he suggested 
length and frequeney of the regular chronic les . Although i t has not been de-
cided i n a def in i t ivo way as y e t t nonetheless we are thinking along the follow-
ing l i n e s : 

1) i n each i s sue we sha l l t i y to have one a r t i d e in each of the four major 
languages: Biglish, Spanishf Gemían, Ftench. I f there are a g rea te r number 
of Spanish a r t i c l e s we would have to oonsider the question of advising some 
philosophers to wri te i n one of the other languages, o r to oonsider having 
ce r ta in a r t i c l e s t r ans la t ed , 

2) the question of book reviews i s i n the process of being studied t y Professor 
Natanson who w i l l probably be i n charge of t h i s aspect of t he j ou rna l . As i t 
stands rx>w i t seems to be advisable to accept only a very few, but do long and 
excel lent reviews. I sha l l keep i n contact with you concerning the fur ther 
development i n regard to t h i s po in t . Do you see ary p o s s i b i l i t y of having 
some reviews of very important Spanish books t r ans l a t ed i n t o Biglish? 

3) i t w i l l be impossible i n each i s sue to have a chronicle of each individual 
oountry because of space l im i t a t i ons ; however, we hope to have a chronicle 
appear for each country a t l e a s t once each year# 
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4) i t i s my opinión t h a t we should not detenaine a máximum length for a r t i c l e s 
as i s done by mai$r reviews ( e # g . , not more than 20 pages) . I bé l ieve we 
should consider each individual a r t i c l e on i t s mer i ts and i f i t i s excel lent , 
take i t as the author th ihks i t s length should b e ,
